IMPORTANT INFORMATION: 

*Madhuban Ashram (near Janki Jhula) is legally a property of ISKCON related Trust, but currently it is NOT being 

managed by ISKCON devotees. It is currently under litigation for financial frauds. So devotees may go there for 

darshan, but are advised to AVOID any monetary transactions (Guesthouse booking/ Restaurant service/ Gift-shop/

against ISKCON’s Trust or for personal benefits. 

 

*During peak holiday season (May, June, Sept, Oct), there is HUGE traffic congestion in Rishikesh. Please be aware of 

this and plan your visits accordingly, accommodating traffic delays. Even in other months, there is a lot of traffic 

congestion on weekends.
